Check the title page of the book
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1. Citing in text
e.g. Brewerton and Millward (2001) have proposed that...

e.g. According to Brewerton and Millward (2001, p.10) “organization is the key to good research”,
indicating...

e.g. Organization is very important for producing good research (Brewerton and Millward 2001).

2. Reference at the end of work

Author’s Surname, INITIALS. and Author’s Surname, INITIALS, Year of publication. Title. Edition
(if not the first edition). Place of publication: Publisher.

Brewerton, P. and Millward, L., 2001. Organizational research methods: a guide for students and
researchers. London: Sage.

In this example, you need to look on the back of the title page to find the date.
