It's really important that you complete your
application by this date so that we can assess
your eligibility for the summer school.

Why do you ask for my teacher’s
details?

We will ask them for a reference

We ask you to supply the name and email
address of a teacher who knows you well at your
school so that they can share a short support
statement to ensure the summer school would
be beneficial for you to attend.
