


Prize Competition Terms and Conditions
1. By entering the competition you are agreeing to these competition terms and conditions.
2. The competition is being run by Bournemouth University Higher Education Corporation (‘Bournemouth University’ / the ‘University’ / ‘we’/ ‘us’) of Poole House, Talbot Campus, Fern Barrow, Poole BH12 5BB.
Eligibility to enter
3. The competition is open only to entrants over 18 years of age who are currently students registered at Bournemouth University. 
4. In entering the competition, you confirm that you are eligible to do so and eligible to claim any prize you may win. The University may require you to provide proof that you are eligible to enter the competition.
5. A maximum of one entry per individual is permitted. Where an entrant submits multiple entries, only their first entry will be considered.
6. The competition is free to enter.
How to enter
7. The competition opens at 12:00 on Monday 23rd March 2026 and closes at 17:00 on Friday 24 April 2026. Late entries will not be accepted.
8. To enter the competition you must create a 30 second video/reel on Instagram or Tiktok tagging Bournemouth University’s accounts: Instagram: https://www.instagram.com/bournemouthuni or TikTok: https://www.tiktok.com/@bournemouth_uni based on one of the following themes: 
a. Day in a Life - Your course, campus facilities, daily routine
b. How I Budget as a Student - Part-time work, saving tips, student discounts
c. My Student Community - Clubs, societies, sports, friendships, social life
9. The University will not accept responsibility if contact details provided are incomplete or inaccurate.
10. The copyright in the reel must be the entrant’s or the entrant must have the written authority of the copyright owner to enter the reel in the competition.
11. You must have the appropriate permissions of all individuals within the reel (or their parent/guardian if they are under 16) to submit the reel and for the University to publish it in accordance with these terms and conditions. We may require confirmation that such permissions have been obtained.
12. Reels/videos should not have any logos or branding imprinted on them and must not infringe the intellectual property rights of any third party. The University accepts no responsibility if entrants ignore these competition terms and conditions and entrants agree to indemnify the University against any claim by any third party from any breach of these competition terms and conditions.
13. We have the right to reject any video/reel which we feel does not meet the criteria or terms and conditions of the competition, or which we feel is defamatory, offensive, derogatory, immoral or inappropriate.
14. The entrant agrees that the University may at its sole discretion modify entries, including but not limited to resizing, cropping or colour adjustment as necessary, provided that the University shall endeavour in undertaking such modifications to maintain the integrity of the entry as originally created.
The prizes
15. The prizes will be as follows:
a. The 1st place winner will receive a £50 Love to Shop Voucher
b. Three (3) runners up will each receive a £10 Love to Shop Voucher
16. The University’s use of particular brands as prizes does not imply any affiliation with or endorsement of such brands.
17. The winners and runners up will be chosen by Bournemouth University staff members. The decision of the judges is final and no correspondence will be entered into about it.
18. The prizes are non-exchangeable, non-transferable and no cash alternatives will be offered.
19. We reserve the right to substitute prizes with another prize of equal or higher value if circumstances beyond our control make it necessary to do so. 
Winner notification
20. The University will attempt to contact winners via their Instagram/Tiktok direct messaging service up to two times. If contact cannot be made, the University reserves the right to choose and notify a new winner.
Claiming the prize
21. Please allow 30 days for delivery of the prize via the winner’s Bournemouth University email. Prizes may only be released following proof of identification.
22. If a winner cannot be contacted or has not claimed their prize within the required time limit, the University reserves the right to choose and notify a new winner.
Data protection
23. Your personal data will be used by the University for the purposes of managing and administering the competition, including notifying you if you are a winner.

28. The competition and these terms and conditions will be governed by English law and any disputes will be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales.
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
