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Academic entry requirements 
BU International College 
Our pathway programmes, ofered through 
Bournemouth University International 
College, are the ideal preparation for an 
undergraduate or postgraduate course at 
BU. By successfully completing one of these 
programmes, you are guaranteed entry onto a 
relevant degree course with us. 

Foundation certifcates 
On completion of a Foundation certifcate, 
you can enter year one of a Bachelor’s degree 
at BU. Foundation certifcates are ofered 
in Business, Law and Finance; Computing; 
Media and Communications; Science; Tourism 
and Hospitality Management. 

Undergraduate courses 
(Bachelor’s degree) 
We accept a wide range of international 
qualifcations for study on our 
undergraduate courses. 

If you have a national high school 
certifcate from Vietnam, you will need 
to complete a one-year international 
foundation programme in the UK (such as 
the BU International College Foundation 
Certifcate) before you can begin studying a 
Bachelor’s degree. 

Find out how your qualifcations equate 
to those awarded in the UK and to see 
which qualifcations you will need.

Postgraduate courses 
(Master’s degree) 
You can apply to study for a taught 
postgraduate programme if you have a 
Bachelor’s degree/Bang tot nghiep Dai Hoc 
with an average score of at least 6.5/10 or 
a Master’s degree/Thac Si. 

You may need to show necessary experience 
to study a specifc subject – details are on 
individual course pages. There are also 
English language requirements if English is 
not your frst language. 

Research programmes 
Applicants for a research degree must 
confrm their ability to fulfl the demands 
of the programmes by presenting certifed 
evidence as below: 

Master by Research (MRes) and Master of 
Philosophy (MPhil): 
A frst or upper second class (2:1) honours 
UK Bachelor’s degree or overseas equivalent 
in a discipline which is appropriate to the 
proposed research. 

Doctor of Philosophy (PhD): 
A frst or upper second class (2:1) honours 
UK Bachelor’s degree or overseas equivalent 
in a discipline which is appropriate to the 
proposed research, or: 

A UK Master’s degree or overseas equivalent 
in a discipline which is appropriate to the 
proposed research.

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English language 
entry requirements 

If English is not your frst language, you will need to provide 
evidence that you can read, write, listen to and speak English 
to the required standard for your degree course. 

This is normally a minimum of: 
• IELTS Academic (UKVI or non-UKVI) 6.0 

with a minimum of 5.5 in each component 
or equivalent. Some courses may require a 
higher IELTS score. 

• We accept a range of English language 
qualifcations from overseas countries. 
See details at www.bournemouth.ac.uk/ 
other-english-qualifcations 

• Bournemouth University International 
College Pre-Sessional English programme, 
or a pre-sessional course recognised by BU. 

• If you have other evidence of your English 
language profciency (e.g. you have an 
equivalent English language qualifcation, 
you received the majority of your education 
in English, or you have a degree in English 
language/literature), indicate this on 
your application form as it may be taken 
into consideration. 

You may need a higher score for some 
courses where communication is especially 
important. Check your course description 
for English language requirements and 
component scores.

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Accommodation 
From student halls to private rental, there is a range of accommodation 
conveniently located close to our campuses, near supermarkets and with 
great bus and train links for easy commuting.

How to apply 
Prepare your application documents 
In order to make an application you will need to prepare the required documents. 
These include qualifcation transcripts and certifcates, your personal statement, 
academic references, and your most recent English qualifcation. For a full list of

Make your application to BU 
Applications for undergraduate courses are made via UCAS. Please visit 
www.bournemouth.ac.uk/apply for more information. Applications for a 
postgraduate course can be made directly via our application portal MyHub, 
on our website visit www.bournemouth.ac.uk/pg-apply or through one of our 
ofcial representatives in country, visit www.bournemouth.ac.uk/vietnam 

Receive an ofer 
BU aims to make you an ofer as soon as possible providing you have submitted 
a fully completed application. Courses requiring additional selection measures such 
as interviews may take a little longer. You will be issued with a conditional ofer 
(if you are still completing a qualifcation) or an unconditional ofer (if you have 
met all entry requirements  for your course). 

Confrm your ofer 
To confrm your place at BU, you will need to accept your ofer on myHub. You 
will also need to pay a deposit to secure your place if you are an international 
applicant. If your ofer is conditional, you will also need to upload any fnal 
documents required. 

Confrmation of Acceptance of Studies (CAS) 
International applicants will receive a request from BU asking for certain details 
(such as current passport) which are required to issue a CAS. Postgraduate applicants 
who require a Student Route visa to study in the UK will be issued a CAS once they 
have paid a deposit. CAS’s are issued from six months before the course starts.
