What are the admissions requirements?

You need to have a US Bachelor’s degree from a recognised
University. The GPA required will vary between 2.5- 3.5 out of
4.0. Depending on the course you are applying for, your Bachelor’s
degree will need to be in a relevant subject and you may need
some relevant work experience. Portfolio and interviews will also
be required in some courses.

What qualities should | have?

Academic qualifications are certainly an important part of your
application to study at university, but this is not the only factor
we take into account when assessing applications. We look at
each application on an individual basis and offer places based on
your potential to succeed on the course you're applying for. The
other factors we consider when assessing applications are:

Sometimes the academic assessing your application for any other
course might ask for a Skype interview if they need to speak to you
directly before making a decision.

How long should | expect to wait for an answer
once | have submitted my application?

We will aim at making an initial decision within 20 working
days. If your application is incomplete or if we need any
further information from you, it will take longer to make a
decision. It is important that you always check myHub, our
applicant portal, and respond to any requests as soon as
possible. Some courses will require an interview and / or
portfolio submission, which will also affect the time it takes
for a decision to be made.

What documents should | submit with
my application?
The more complete your application is, the faster a decision will

be made. A complete application should contain the following
documents uploaded to myHub at the moment of submission:

» Copy of your final or current Bachelor’s degree transcript

 Copy of your Bachelor’s degree Diploma should you have
already completed it

¢ Academic and professional references
¢ One personal statement
« A copy of your passport

« If you have previously studied in the UK, please submit a copy of
previous visas and CAS certificates.

How do | write a personal statement?

Writing a personal statement is one of the hardest parts of
the application process because it requires you to really think
creatively about how you present yourself to a host of people
who have never met you before. You need to make it stand out
in all the right ways and, of course, showcase your skills. On
your personal statement, please include:

« Your reasons for applying to the course and how it will
benefit you in the future

« Your reasons for applying to study at BU

* Emphasise where you have achieved an exemplary standard
in your studies and how it relates to your course

¢ Your career aspirations upon completion of your course

* What motivates you and how it relates to the course you
are applying for

¢ Relevant extracurricular activities (voluntary work, paid work,
hobbies, interests, etc).

How do | write an academic reference?
Your reference letter should:

¢ Be written by a tutor who knows you well

« Demonstrate how you can cope with the academic
demands of the course

« Include your grade predictions
e Explain any possible low performance during your studies

* Emphasize your strengths and how they relate to the course
you are applying for

¢ Compare your performance to the overall performance of
other students in your class / school.

What is the average class size?

This will vary according to the course. Lectures are larger groups
of up to 100 students, and seminars are usually no bigger than 20-
25 students. These numbers reduce significantly for courses where
lab work is required.

Apart from face-to-face contact during classes and seminars, you
can book one-to-one tutorials with teachers without difficulty.
However, be aware that in the UK students are expected to do a
significant amount of independent studies.
